Jesus saith unto him, Have | beelorsg time with you,
and yet hast thou not known me, Phillp@ that hath seen me hath
seen the Father and how sayest thou then, Shew us the Father?
Believest thou not that | am in the Father, andRhther in me? the
words that | speak unto you | speak not of mydmif:theFather that
dwelleth in me he doeth the works.

Jesus said, “He that hath seen me hath seen "
and that “the Father dwelleth in

The man, Christ Jesus, is referred to in scripture as the “Son of
God”, not because He is another person in the Godhead but
because the body God inhabited (His flesh) had to be distin-
quished from the all-present God that lived in that body.

It would be good to stop right now and pray for a clear
understanding of the One True Living God!
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[I. The Bible student would do well to keep in mindthat the
Apostles and other Bible authors had an Old Testanm
perspective of God.

One of the scriptures most quoted by Jews’ is &enbmy 6:4:

All the fulness of the Godhead dwells in

2 Corinthians 5:18-19
And all things are of God, who hath reconciled aimself by Jesus
Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of redliion; To wit, that
God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto hims#, not

imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath cttednunto us the
word of reconciliation.
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God was in a human body *“
the world unto Himself.” The manifestation of God flash is

referred to as the “Son of God” and the “Son of KMaiot because
another spirit entity was created but because t'rGan, Christ
Jesus, was begotten of the Father in order to ™ithe cross and
redeem man.

IV. The “Oneness of God” compared to the “Trinity.”

David Bernard, author, scholar, and president afhdin Graduate School of
Theology, defines the doctrine of “Oneness” anglars that the doctrine of
the “Trinity” did not exist in the first centuryharch but was developed at a
later time.

“God is absolutely and indivisibly one with no dlisttion of persons
(Duet 6:4; Gal 3:20). Jesus Christ is all therfedls of the Godhead
incarnate (John 20:28; Colossians 2:9). All the esand titles of the
Deity, such as God, Jehovah, Lord, Father, Word,Haoly Spirit refer
to one and the same being. These various namesitesdsimply
denote manifestations, roles, relationships to hitya modes of
activity, or aspects of God’s self-revelation.”

“As a matter of history, orthodox trinitarianisnddiot come to us from the
Bible or the early postapostolic church...

Scholars are unanimous in this assessmenhagnsby the following
statements of Protestant church historian Jardéikan, The New Catho-
lic Encyclopedia, and theEncyclopedia of Religion and Ethics, respec-
tively: ‘You are not entitled to the beliefs youestsh about such things as
the Holy Trinity without a sense of what you owetliose who worked this
out for you. To circumvent Saint Athanasius on dssumption that if you
put me alone in a room with the New Testament, |l @@me up with the
doctrine of the Trinity, is naive. . . . The dogmfthe Trinity . . . Was
hammered out during the third quarter of the fowehtury. . . . [The key
word homoousios was] coined by Gnostic heretics, dictated by anapnb
tized emperor, jeopardized by naive defenders,ewentually vindicated
by its orthodox opponents.

When one does speak of an unqualified Trinitarrapisne has moved
from the period of Christian origins to, say, thstlquadrant of the fourth
century. It was only then that what might be callleel definitive Trinitar-
ian dogma “one God in three Persons” became thblguggsimilated into
Christian life and thought. . . . The formulatiooné God in three Persons”
was not solidly established, certainly not fullysiagsilated into Christian
life and its profession of faith, prior to the esfcthe fourth century.™

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V. How then should we be baptized?

the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost (MattheviL28:
The following passages of scripture will reveal wiia
disciples considered that name to be, as well & th
importance they placed on baptism in Jesus’ name.

How did the Apostles baptize?
Read the following historical accounts and judge for yourself.

Acts 2:21
And it shall come to pass, that whosoever
shall call on themame of the Lord shall be
saved.

Acts 2:38
Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and
be baptized every one of yon the name
of Jesus Christfor the remission of sins,
and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy
Ghost.

In the first century church, when people were baptized they
were baptized in name.

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VI. What does it mean to “receive the baptism of th
Holy Spirit?”

The birth of the church took place on the Day oftBenst
as recorded in Acts chapter two. Just before ascgnd
into Heaven Jesus counseled his followers to warit f
power from on high so they could be witnesses ttito.
The Day of Pentecost was distinguished by an unprece
dented outpouring of the Holy Ghost (Holy Spirit) aver
3000 people. Observers were aware that somethjmers
natural had taken place because they heard peppék-s
ing in languages those people had not learnede iffhl-
ing of the Holy Spirit is the power every believereds in
order to have abundant life.

Many people speak of asking Jesus to come into your
heart. According to a oneness view of God, Christ can
be in you. The Spirit of God joins to your spirit that
you may be one with Him. The result of Christ living in
you will be reflected in a changed life, but the initial
evidence of this experience will be that you will speak in
tongques as the spirit gives utterance. (See Acts 2,10 &
19) The “baptism of the Holy Ghost” is the act of Jesus
coming to dwell in those who will believe and receive.

1. Although it will remain a mystery that God wodti/e us so much and
that He would live in flesh as fully God and fultyan, understanding Him
as one entity need not be a mystery.

2. Realizing your prayers are to the one God ofuthieerse will allow you
to pray to one entity - Jesus Christ - in a coratizaal manner.

3. When you pray in Jesus’ name, you will bettederstand that all the
power of the Godhead is brought to bear on thosgeps.

4. When you realize that His love was such thatdieed himself in flesh,
dwelt among us, and died for our sins, you willnbere likely to give your
all in response to His great grace.

5. As you are baptized in Jesus’ name you will iferwith Him and
recognize that His name will give authority oveuyspiritual enemies.

6. When you receive the gift of the Holy Ghost esnfised in Acts 2:38-39,
you will be aware that the same God who made atigthhas joined His
Spirit to your spirit; When you ask Jesus into rybeart, you are asking
God to live in you.

7. Knowing God as one person rather than a mysterimixture of
personalities will allow you to talk to Him and lmdeom Him in an intimate
relationship that will make your life more abundant
